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Transport is recognised as a key issue

The Daedalus project team is particularly aware of the transport issues which currently exist on the Gosport Peninsula.  With this in mind, transportation specialists MVA Consultancy have been appointed to consider the masterplan for the site and look at the best travel and transport options for it. 

The MVA Consultancy will consider the levels and movement of traffic within the site and the implications that development at Daedalus has for travel and transport further a field. They will also be looking at the road network, considering ‘green’ travel options and promoting alternative, sustainable methods of transport for example buses, bicycles and walking.  

SEEDA and MVA will be working closely with the relevant officers at Gosport Borough Council (GBC), Fareham Borough Council (FBC) and Hampshire County Council (HCC) to ensure the best options are taken forward to complement other transport/traffic initiatives in the area.  SEEDA’s Development Manager for the Daedalus project, Clare Chester, says: “Although development at Daedalus cannot solve all local transportation problems, we will do our best to minimise any negative impact and make positive enhancements where possible.”
